Youghiogheny Reservoir Results – June 16, 2013

On June 16, 2013, twelve teams from the Tri-State Bass Circuit competed on the Youghiogheny Reservoir.  This body of water snakes through the upper Appalachians on the Maryland and Pennsylvania borders and holds quality small and largemouth bass.  All teams caught at least one legal 12+ inch bass with four teams recording five fish limits.  In total, 37 fish were brought to the scales.  Fish were being caught at various depths on a number of techniques ranging from tubes and spinners to shaky heads.

In the winner’s circle was the team of Stanton and Stanton with their 10.88 pound bag bolstered by the big bass of the tournament, a 4.04 smallmouth.  Claiming second place with their 9.74 pound sack was the team of Fazenbaker and Habeakorn.  The second big bass of the day went to Benney Evans with a 2.94 pound smallmouth bass.
